2019 WCWDCA AWARDS INFORMATION

The WCWDCA wishes to recognize the achievements of the Weimaraners of all its voting
members for 2019.

Eligibility: The principle owner of the dog (dog resides with them) must be a WCWDCA voting
member in good standing. Temporary residence of a dog with a member co-owner, does not meet
the resident requirement. Events cover Jan 1, 2019 to Dec 31, 2019 including the Ann Kepler Award
and the Coors Challenge Award which will be for the year 2019.

Verification: Most accomplishments can be verified by attaching a copy of your AKC, WCA or other
certificate. Other sources are the AKC Awards or WCA magazines & the AKC web site (enter your
dog’s AKC # and make a copy from the AKC web site under AKC reports/awards record/view
summary of title progression). It is the responsibility of the member who is submitting the
WCWNDCA form to provide verification of all achievements.

Recognitions: All AKC titles. BIS & Group Placements. All AKC final Top Ten Lists for 2019 except
Derby which is for any Top Ten placement during 2019. All WCA titles (ratings, versatile, BROM,
etc..). Honorable mentions include placements in Futurity/Maturity, NAVHDA, Foreign
Championships, BISS or other worthy achievements.

Ann Kepler Award: WCWDCA's outstanding show dog. Competitive points are based on the total
number of Weims defeated in 2019 (including wins in Class and Opposite Sex).

Coor’s Challenge Award: WCWDCA'’s outstanding field dog in the 2019. If your dog is in contention
for either of these 2 awards, please contact Anne now.

Member Awards: You should submit your nominations to an officer, board member or Anne for the
Club Service Award, for the Good Sportsmanship Award & for the Bob Milko Junior Achievement
Award (club member under 18 yrs for outstanding accomplishments in the ring/field and/or service
to the Weimaraner world).

Agility/Obedience: For members who are active in obtaining multiple recognitions within a single
discipline, our club provides a larger plaque that has room for small plates that you can add as new
AKC titles are earned.

Please don’t wait until the last minute to send in your dog’s accomplishments. Most of the awards
need to be ordered & require engraving, so it would be very helpful if you got an early start. If you
don’t have a computer or anyway to verify your dog’s achievement, please call Anne. Please use
the 2019 WCWDCA Awards Application form.
